MAF holds safety,
maintenance seminars

Dhaka :“We talk to each other while flying, but sessions
like this give us an opportunity to come together and
share experiences and learn from each other.

We have encountered a great deal of enthusiasm among
the participants and there has been a great deal of
interaction as the seminars was based on an interactive

Chad Tilley, Programme Manager and Chief Pilot, Mission Aviation Fellowship (MAF), said while talking on the sidelines of a three-day
safety seminar for pilots and maintenance seminar for engineers. About 50 pilots and engineers from CAAB, Biman, Flying Club, United
Airways, Regent Airlines, GMG Airlines and aviation students took part in the seminars.

MAF, which has been serving the people of Bangladesh since 1997, organised the seminars in association Mission Safety International.
Stephen P. Quigg, Vice President, Field Services and Captain Stephen Morrel, M AvMgt, Accident Investigator and Safety Consultant,
MAF Canada were the resource persons.

“The education levels of the participants are extremely good and the have all the skills which are required,” Chad Tilley added.

MAF provides the country’s only amphibious seaplane flight service, providing people a direct access to neglected areas of Bangladesh
where development needs are the greatest and helps bring critical patients from remote areas to hospitals in Dhaka.

He said operating from both land and water, our aircraft is the ‘ultimate amphibian! The high-wing, turbine-engined, aircraft is fitted
with a pair of floats that allow it to take off and land on water or land. The extensive river network throughout the country allows it
access to communities in need. If there is a river or a runway in the vicinity, MAF can go there!”

“Our aircraft can use runways and we need just one kilometre straight stretch of river to land or take off. So we can reach virtually any
place in Bangladesh. MAF can access over 300 hard to reach water landing sites,” he added.

The cruising speed of the single-engined turbine aircraft is 160mph. The aircraft can carry up to 9 passengers or 700kg supplies.

MAF has provided over 400 air ambulance and medevac flights in Bangladesh, flown over 800 flights bringing doctors, nurses and
health professionals directly into rural villages where people are in need of medical care.

He said MAF started its operations 1945, he said adding, every three minutes an MAF plane is taking off or landing somewhere in the
world. A total of 125 aircraft operate under MAF worldwide serving 35 countries. 2,500 destinations are reached by MAF, more than any
other airline. 300 flights are made on a typical day by MAF worldwide.

MAF AS
holds an ATOL (Air Transport Operating License #5) for operations in Bangladesh from 17-06-1997.
